Su lmografia se ha centrado en documentales de tematicas social
como son ‘40 anos de Refugio” (2019), "Nuestra vida como ninos
refugiados en Europa” (2018), Premio Goya a Mejor Cortometraje
Documental y candidato al Premio Oscar a Mejor Cortometraje
Documental, “Kafana (iBasta ya!)" (2016), "Boxing for Freedom” (2015),
seleccionado para los Premios de Cine Europeo en la categoria de
Mejor Documental, “Arte por prescripcion” (2015) y “Los hijos de Mama
Wata" (2010). Ademas, ha producido los cortometrajes "“Donde nos lleve
el viento" (2018), "Palabras de Caramelo” (2016), hominados en los
premios Goya, y “Walls (Si estas paredes hablasen)’ (2014), Premio Goya
a Mejor Cortometraje Documental.
